Kibyra ve komsu bolgelerde yaptigimiz caligmalarin
2008 sezonu 11-29 Agustos tarihleri arasinda gercekles-
ti. Bir haftalik epigrafik arastirmadan sonra Dr. O.
Hiilden (Miinih Univ.), Esther Schneidenbach (TUbingen
Univ.) ve K. Zimmer (Miinih Univ.) arkeolojik inceleme-
ler igin ekibimize katildi; Bakanlik temsilcisi A. Saltik
idi*.

ilk isim gecen yil Belenli/Olbasa’da buldugumuz Helle-
nistik emrin estampajini ¢ikartmakti (T. Corsten, ‘Kibyratis
in antiquity’, AnatA 13, 2007, 18-19; id., ‘Research in
the Kibyratis in 2006 and 2007, ANMED 6, 2008, 112-
116). Bundan sonra &ren yerinde gezinip baska yazitlar
aranirken yeni bir metin tespit ettik ve tam bu sirada da
Jandarma bizi kesfetti. Belenli'nin belediye baskani
oldugunu iddia eden iki kisiden biri tarafindan ihbar
edilmistik. Normal kontrol prosediriinden sonra Jan-
darma, kendi karargdhlarinin bahgesinde duran ve
Kemer'de bulunmus yazith bir blogu bize gosterdi. S6z
konusu yazit, Latince ve Yunanca cift dilde yazilmis,
goriiniise gore kisaltilmig bir imparatorluk mektubu olup
ne yazik ki ¢cok kot durumdadir (Res. 1). Ancak metin-
de adi gegen 1.S. 195 yili consulleri P. lulius Scapula
Tertullus Priscus ve Q. Tineius Clemens sayesinde tarih-
leme yapilabildi. Bu resmi emir, ciftcilerin, olasilikla
bolgeden gecerken askerlerin kendilerine kotli mua-
melesi konusundaki sikdyetlerine verilen bir yanittir.
Belenli’deki yazitin okunmasi daha da sorunluydu ¢iink
hi¢ glines 15181 gormez sekilde bir evin duvarina o6riil-
mistli. Yalnizca birkag sézclk tizerinde tahmin yirite-
bildik — altin gelenkten s6z ediliyor olmasi nedeniyle bir
onur yaziti olabilir. Estampaj sayesinde metnin daha
biyik bir kismini okuyabilmeyi timit ediyoruz.

This year’s campaign in the territory of Kibyra and neigh-
bouring regions took place from 11 to 29 August. After a
week of epigraphic research, | was joined by Dr. O.
Hilden (University of Munich) as well as Esther
Schneidenbach (University of Tiibingen) and K. Zimmer
(University of Munich) for an archaeological study of the
area; the government representative was A. Saltik*.

My first task, to take a squeeze of the Hellenistic decree
that | found last year in Belenli/Olbasa (T. Corsten,
‘Kibyratis in antiquity’, AnatA 13, 2007, 18-19; id.,
‘Research in the Kibyratis in 2006 and 2007’, ANMED 6,
2008, 112-116), was soon accomplished, and while
strolling through the town to search for further inscrip-
tions, | indeed discovered a new text, and the Jandarma
discovered us. They had been alerted by one of the two
men who both claimed to be the mayor of Belenli. After
the usual procedure of checking our papers the officers
became very friendly and told us about an inscribed
block in the garden of their headquarters in the neigh-
boring town of Kemer. The inscription turned out to be
an, apparently abbreviated, Imperial letter in both Greek
and Llatin, unfortunately heavily damaged (Fig. 1).
However, the date could be established by the consuls
mentioned, P. lulius Scapula Tertullus Priscus and Q.
Tineius Clemens, consuls in A.D. 195. The rescript is an
answer to a complaint by farmers concerning harrass-
ment by soldiers, apparently when travelling through the
region. The inscription in Belenli was even harder to read
due to its being built into the wall of a house where it
never has the chance to see the sunlight. Only a few
words could be guessed, among which the mention of a
golden wreath points most probably to an honorary
inscription. The squeeze will, it is hoped, reveal more of
the text.

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YUZEY ARASTIRMA RAPORLARI

Bu seneki yiizey arastirmasinin arkeoloji bolimi genel
olarak mistahkem sitler, yerlesmeler ve nekropollerin
incelenmesine ayrildi. Amacimiz bélgenin yerlesme tari-
hini kapsayan daha genis 6lgekli bir arastirma projesine
dayanak saglamak tizere bolgenin genel goriintiist hak-
kinda fikir sahibi olmakti. Bu baglamda, baska yerlerin
yani sira Ozellikle Golhisar Goli ve genis gevresi ile
Yesilkoy, Sogiit, Karamanli, Cayli ve Yesilova'ya gittik.

Golhisar Goliindeki kayalik yarimada (burasi A. Hall
tarafindan antik Sinda olarak tanimlandi: A. Hall, ‘Sinda’
in D. French [ed.] Studies in the history and topography
of lycia and Pisidia in memoriam A.S. Hall [BIAA
Monograph 19; 1994] 48-52) lizerindeki kayaya oyulu
iki mekanin islevini saptamaya calistik ve onlarin muh-
temelen depolama amagli kullanildigini distiniiyoruz.
Bol miktardaki canak-¢comlek buluntulari her zamanki
gibi 1.O. 8. yy. ile giiniimiiz arasindaki dénemlere aitti
ancak yine Klasik Donem’e ait hicbir ¢anak-¢omlek
ornegi bulamadik.

Tepeye acilmis Likya tipi mezar bu yarimadanin yaklagik
1 km. kuzeybatisinda oldugundan (K. A. Gay —T. Corsten,
‘Lycian tombs in the Kibyratis and the extent of Lycian
culture’, AnatSt 56, 2006, 47-9) bu yerlesmeye ait olma-
sinin zor olacagini disiindiik ve cevredeki tiim tepeleri
inceledik. Likya tipi mezarin yer aldig tepenin lizerinde
canak-comlek pargalart bulduk ama higbiri bu mezarin
ait oldugu Klasik Dénem’e ait degildi. Ayni tepenin daha
asagidaki bir yamacinda bir khamosorion, tarihi belirsiz
(belki de Klasik donem?) ve kapaksiz kayaya oyulu bir
mezar da kesfettik; ve yine yakinlarda, nihayet Klasik
Donem’e tarihlenebilecek bir seramik pargasi bulduk.

Res. / Fig. 1

The archaeological part of this year’s survey was devoted
mainly to a provisional inspection of the material remains
of fortified sites, settlements, and nekropoleis. Our aim
was to gain an overview of the region as the basis for a
larger research programme concerning the settlement
history of the region. In this context, we visited, among
others, the Golhisar Goli and its wider surroundings,
Yesilkoy, Sogtit, Karamanli, Cayli, and Yesilova.

On the rocky peninsula in Lake Golhisar (taken by
A. Hall to be the place of ancient Sinda: A. Hall, ‘Sinda’
in: D. French [ed.] Studies in the history and topography
of lycia and Pisidia in memoriam A. S. Hall [BIAA
Monograph 19; 1994] 48-52) we attempted to deter-
mine the function of the two chambers sunk into the
rock, the most likely explanation being that they were
used for storage purposes. The finds of ceramics (from
the 8" century B.C. to modern times) were again abun-
dant, but it is remarkable that we have not yet found any
pottery of the Classical period.

Since the Lycian-type tomb cut into a hill approximately
1 km. northwest of the peninsula (K. A. Gay —T. Corsten,
‘lycian tombs in the Kibyratis and the extent of Lycian
culture’, AnatSt 56, 2006, 47-9) is too far away to have
belonged to this settlement, we inspected almost all the
hill-tops around. Sherds were indeed found on the hill-
top above the lycian tomb, but none date from the
Classical period, when the tomb was constructed. On a
lower slope of the same hill we discovered a chamoso-
rion, a tomb sunk into the rock, without lid, of uncertain
date (perhaps Classical?); finally also a sherd, which
may equally be dated to the Classical period, was found

Ancak bu Likya mezarinin ait oldugu ‘Likya’ yerlegimini
heniiz bulamadik.

Sogut'teki Likya kaya mezarinin yakininda (Gay — Corsten
2006, 49-51) yalnizca platformu giinimiize ulasabilmis
bir baska mezar daha yer almaktadir. Ev tipinde insa
edildigi neredeyse kesindir ve olasilikla kaya mezari ile
ayni zamana tarihlenir (.O. 4. yy.).

Karamanli’nin yakinlarindaki miistahkem bir sitte esmer-
kezli iki sur dikkat gekiyor; her ikisinin burclari diizensiz
araliklarla yerlestirilmis ve ganak-comlek pargalar tarih
olarak (ge¢?) Roma Dénemi’ne isaret ediyor. Kagak kazi-
lar sonucu ortaya c¢ikan ve 6nemli bina kalintilarina
sahip Cayh yakinindaki bir baska yerlesim de yaklagik
olarak yine ayni déneme aittir ve Yesilkdy’in her iki
ucunda da birer Roma Dénemi ciftligi yer aliyor — bun-
lardan biri duvarlarla digeri ise canak-¢omlek parcala-
riyla saptanmustir.

Yesilova yakinlarindaki 2006 vyilinda kesfedilen (T.
Corsten, ‘Kibyratis in antiquity’, AnatA 12, 2006, 26)
gorkemli mistahkem sit ise artik en azindan yaklasik
olarak tarihlenebilir fakat islevini aydinlatabilmek igin
daha fazla inceleme yapmak gerekli. Canak-¢comlek
buluntularina gore burasi en ge¢ erken Hellenistik
Doénem’den itibaren kullaniliyordu fakat bir de 1.S. 2.
yy.a ait bir sikke bulduk. Dolayisiyla burasi ya siirekli
kullanimdaydi ya da Roma D6nemi’nde tekrar kullanil-
maya baslandi.

Oniimiizdeki yillarda Kibyratis'in tam bir arkeolojik
incelemesini gerceklestirmeyi diisiiniiyoruz.

nearby. However, the ‘lycian’ settlement, to which the
rock-cut tomb belonged, was still not found.

Near the rock-cut Lycian tomb at S6git (Gay — Corsten
2006, 49-51) there is another tomb of which only a
platform survives. It was most certainly constructed in
the shape of a house and dates probably from the same
time as the rock-cut tomb (4" century B.C.).

A fortified site near Karamanli is enclosed by two con-
centric walls, both of which have towers at irregular
intervals; sherds suggest a date in the (late?) Roman
period. To approximately the same period belongs a set-
tlement near Cayli with substantial remains of buildings,
revealed by illegal excavations. And at either end of the
village of Yesilkoy there was a Roman farm, attested by
remains of walls in one case and pottery in the other.

The spectacular fortified site near Yesilova, discovered in
2006 (T. Corsten, ‘Kibyratis in antiquity’, AnatA 12,
2006, 26), can now at least be dated approximately, but
its function requires further research. According to the
pottery, the place was used at latest from the early
Hellenistic period onwards, but we also picked up a coin
of the 2" century A.D.: the site has thus either been used
continuously or was re-used in the Roman period.

We hope to be able to proceed to a more thorough
archaeological study of the Kibyratis in the following
years.
